Criterium Course:
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) Directions to Manchester Field in Winchester:

Route 128 to exit 33A, merge onto Cambridge St/MA-
3A/US3 toward Winchester.

Turn left onto Church St.

Start / Finish Line
882 mi

Turn right onto Bacon St.

Manchester,

Turn seventh left onto Mystic Valley Parkway.
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Manchester Field is about 1/4 mile on the right hand side.

Race Course:

1. 100m track sprints held on cinder
track.

2. Grass Races held on the flat grassy
turf inside the track.

3. Criteriums held on a 1.35 km loop on
partially coned-off streets surrounding
Manchester Field with start and finish
at the main entrance to the field.

4. Pursuit races held on cinder track.

Support:

Members of the Northeast Bicycle Club
will marshal the events and encourage,
mentor and assist all racers in the field
and along the street loop. Municipal
Police will monitor a street intersection.
Mechanical assistance will be provided on
the field by a skilled mechanic.
